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· Does your introduction attack the issue and then follow with a concise overview of the plot that includes the Title, Author, and Setting?

· Do you clearly state the author’s thematic point of the story?

· Does your thesis statement clearly attack the question and set up the organization of the rest of the essay?
Body Paragraphs (You should have at least three)
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Do your topic sentences attack your thesis statement suggesting how the author is using each character to make a point or suggest what purpose each character serves?


· Do you bring support for each topic sentence with specific details from the story including quotations?

· Do you explain how the supporting examples serve the author’s point?

· Do you close the deal on each body paragraph with a clincher that reinforces the overall contribution of this character towards the construction of the author’s point or that helps you transition to the next paragraph?


Conclusion
· Does your conclusion show how the author closes the deal on their point?

· Does your conclusion review your thesis statement using language that does not sound repetitive?

· Does your conclusion make an effort to extend the author’s thematic point to life in general?

· Does your conclusion make a final concluding observation that leaves your reader with something else to consider and powerfully close the deal on your entire paper?
